After cutting the original data and obtaining the data of the main urban area of Yangon deep water port, downscaling processing is carried out to reduce the resolution of the data to 10m level. The data of economic development degree can be used to measure the development degree of Yangon deep water port area, and can be used in urban planning, election, risk assessment, disaster relief, disease prevention and control, poverty alleviation and other fields.
